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LOCAL LAW NO. 1 - 2000 


AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 5-1998 TO INCREASE BY $1,000 THE MAXIMUM INCOME 
ELIGIBILITY LEVELS FOR THE PARTIAL REAL PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTION TO PERSONS 
WITH DISABILITIES WHOSE INCOMES ARE LIMITED BY REASON OF SUCH DISABILITIES 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section I. New York Real Property Tax Law Section 459-c authorizes municipalities to provide a partial 
real property tax exemption for real property owned by persons with disabilities whose incomes arc limited by 
reason of such disabilities, and this Legislature authorized the same by Local Law No. 5-1998. 


Section 2. New York Real Property Tax Law Section 459-(c)(l)(b) has been amended to increase the 
maximum eligibility levels by $1,000 and authorizes municipalities to adopt such an exemption to the extent 
provided in the fiJI lowing schedule:

Section 3. The income eligibility levels for such exemption arc hereby established at the maximum 
amounts authorized by Real Property Tax Law Section 459-(c)(l)(b), as described in Section 2 of this Local 
Law. 


Section 4. Subject to the provisions of Real Property Tax Law Section 459-c a partial real property tax 
exemption is hereby authorized for property owned by persons with disabilities whose income is limited by 
reason of such disability. 


Section 5. Local Law No. 5-1998 hereby is amended to increase the maximum income eligibility levels 
by $1,000 as set forth in Section 2 above, and in all other respects Local Law No. 5-1998 shall remain in full 
force and effect. 


Section 6. This Local Law shall take effect in accordance with Sections 20 and 21 of the Municipal 
Home Rule Law.

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LOCAL LAW N0. __ 2_- 2000 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF COUNTY PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE TOWN OF 
SALINA TO UNIFIRST CORPORATION 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The County of Onondaga is the Owner of approximately .2 acres of land located off 
Seventh North Street in the Town of Salina, and currently utilized as the Electronic Park Trunk Sewer. 


Section 2. Unifirst Corporation operates a commercial laundry on property adjacent to the County 
property. 


Section 3. As part of a proposed expansion, Unifirst Corporation has expressed an interest in acquiring 
the .2 acre parcel of County property. Said property is no longer needed for County purposes. 


Section 4. As consideration for the sale of the property, Unifirst Corporation has agreed to replace and 
relocate a portion of the Electronics Park Trunk Sewer at its own cost, estimated to be $326,000.00. 


Section 5. It is hereby determined that the proposed purchase price of $1.00 is fair and reasonable. 


Section 6. That in connection with the sale of the property the County of Onondaga is hereby 
authorized, and designated to act as "lead agency" pursuant to New York State Environmental Quality Review 
Act (SEQRA) and as lead agency has determined that the proposed action is an "Unlisted Action" under 
SEQRA and is not likely to have a significant effect on the environment. 


Section 7. That the Environmental Assessment Form and Negative Declaration prepared in connection 
with this exchange of property are satisfactory with respect to scope, content and adequacy for purposes of 
public review in conformance with SEQRA and the implementing regulations of the New York State 
Department of Environmental Conservation, and are hereby accepted and adopted by the Onondaga County 
Legislature. 


Section 8. That the Onondaga County Executive, or his designee is authorized to take such action to 
comply with the requirements of SEQRA, without limitation including: the filing of the Environmental 
Assessment Form, and the preparation and execution of all necessary documents and filing of the same, and to 
take any other necessary actions to implement the intent of this Local Law. 


Section 9. That this Legislature hereby authorized the sale of .2 acres portion of County-owned 
property located in the Town of Salina to Unifirst Corporation for a consideration of $1.00, and the cost of 
relocation of a portion of the Electronics Park Trunk Sewer. 


Section 10. That this Local Law shall take effect in accordance with Section 20, 21 and 24 of the 
Municipal Home Rule Law and is subject to a permissive referendum.

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LOCAL LAW N0 .. __ 3_- 2000 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF COUNTY PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE 
CITY OF SYRACUSE TO V.I.P. STRUCTURES 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK STATE, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The County of Onondaga is the Owner of two (2) parcels ofland, for a total of 1.552 ± 
acres, bounded by Franklin Street, Butternut Street, Clinton Street Off-Ramp, Salina Street Off-Ramp and 
Webster' s Landing, in the City of Syracuse, and currently utilized for the Franklin Street Floatables Control 
Facility (Project). Said property was acquired from the New York State Department of Transportation 
(NYSDOT) on January 18, 2000 for a consideration for each parcel of one-dollar payment waived (PW) . . 


Section 2. The Owner of the adjacent property, V.I.P. Structures (VIP), has expressed interest in 
acquiring a portion of each of the parcels set forth in Section I. above. 


Section 3. The sale is subject to NYSDOT approval. 


Section 4. Said property is no longer needed for County purposes and the proposed sale will not 
interfere with the County's use of the parcels as permanent access agreements will be incorporated into the 
deed. 


Section 5. It is hereby determined that the proposed purchase price, based on the appraised value 
not to exceed $155,500.00, which is to be paid to NYSDOT, is fair and reasonable. 


Section 6. This Legislature hereby authorizes the sale of 1.061 total ± acres in two parcels of 
County owned property, located in the City of Syracuse, to VIP for a consideration not to exceed 
$155,500.00, to be paid to the NYSDOT. 


Section 7. The requirements of the Local Law 11-1999 requiring written notice to municipalities 
and contiguous landowners prior to the sale of surplus County real property have been satisfied. 


Section 8. This Local Law shall take effect in accordance with Section 20, 21 and 24 of the 
Municipal Home Rule Law. 


Section 9. The Onondaga County Executive is authorized to enter into contracts to implement this 
local law. 


Section I 0. The Onondaga County Comptroller hereby is authorized to implement this local law 
including the acceptance of funds from VIP and the distribution of those same funds to the NYSDOT.

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LOCAL LAW NO. 4 - 2000 


A LOCAL LAW OF 1HE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA REQUIRING ALL PERSONS BETWEEN THE 
AGES OF FOURTEEN AND EIGHTEEN YEARS TO WEAR A HELMET WHILE OPERATING A 


BICYCLE OR IN-LINE SKATING 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. PURPOSE: The purpose of this local law is to protect the health, safety, and 
welfare of bicycle riders and in-line skaters by requiring the use of helmets for all persons fourteen or 
more years of age and less than eighteen years of age while bicycle riding and in-line skating in 
Onondaga County. 


Section 2. FINDINGS: This Legislature finds and determines: 


A. That it has been reliably reported that, in Onondaga County, patients fourteen year of age 
or older treated by the Pediatric Emergency Department of University Hospital have more severe 
injuries associated with bicycle riding than younger children, the increased severity likely 
associated with failure to wear safety helmets; 


B. Local police advise that, being cognizant of the increased severity of these injuries, a 
safety helmet local law can be used proactively as a law enforcement tool and to assist parents in 
encouraging safety helmet use among fourteen to seventeen years old. 


C. It has been estimated that every dollar spent on a bicycle safety helmet saves $30.00 in 
direct medical costs and other costs to society. 


D. Research has demonstrated that bicycle education programs and bicycle helmet 
legislation constitute a powerful and effective combination in promoting the usc of bicycle 
helmets and that helmets are currently available at little or no cost at sites throughout Onondaga 
County. 


Section 3. DEFINITIONS: As used in this Local Law "Bicycle" and "In-line Skate" shall 
have the same definitions set forth in the Vehicle and Traffic Law. 


Section 4. REQUIREMENTS: No person, fourteen or more years of age and less than 
eighteen years of age, shall operate a bicycle or skate or glide on in-line skates in Onondaga County 
unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting standards set by the New York State Commissioner of 
Motor Vehicles. For the purposes of this section wearing a helmet means having a properly fitting helmet 
fastened securely upon the head of the wearer with the helmet straps securely fastened. 


Section 5. PENALTY: Any person who violates the provisions of Section 4 of this local law 
shall pay a civil fine not to exceed fifty dollars. 


Section 6. WAIVER: The Court shall waive any fine for which a person who violates the 
provisions of Section 4 of this local law would be liable if such person supplies the court with proof that 
between the date of violation and the appearance date for such violation such person purchased a helmet 
which meets the requirements of Section 4 above. Said waiver of fine shall not apply to a second or 
subsequent conviction under Section 4 of this local law. 


Section 7. This local law shall be effective upon filing pursuant to the Municipal Home 
Rule Law. 


IIELMET LL 
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LOCAL LAW NO. 5 , 2000 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE IRREVOCABLE DEPOSIT OF MONEYS INTO ESCROW TO 
FUND DEBT SERVICE ON EXISTING COUNTY BONDS 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1 The County is hereby authorized to irrevocably deposit into escrow sufficient moneys 
from available fiscal year 2000 fund balance which shall be invested so that $8,137,180 of debt service on 
certain County bonds maturing in the years 2001, 2002 and 2003 shall be economically defeased. 


Section 2. The Chief Fiscal Officer is hereby authorized to enter into an escrow contract with a 
bank or trust company located and authorized to do business in the State of New York to effect the 
aforesaid defeasance and to enter into such other agreements and to take such other action as he may 
deem necessary in connection therewith. 


Section 3. This local law takes effect upon filing in the office of the Secretary of State as 
provided by Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law. 


COUNTY BONDS.LL 
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LOCAL LAW NO._§__- 2000 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF COUNTY PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE TOWN 
OF GEDDES TO JACK RIBBLE 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE ONONDAGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF 
ONONDAGA, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. The County of Onondaga is the owner of approximately 1.45 acres ofland located along 
State Fair Boulevard in the Town of Geddes, and currently utilized as the Lakeside Pump Station. 


Section 2. Pursuant to Onondaga County Local Law No. 10-99 adopted by this Legislature on 
August 2, 1999, the owner of the adjacent property, Jack Ribble, purchased a 10' x 157' strip of the County 
land for a consideration at $520.00. 


Section 3. Jack Ribble has recently expressed an interest in acquiring an additional approximately 
222' x 157' portion of the parcel set forth in Section 1 above. Said property is no longer needed for County 
purposes and the proposed sale will not interfere with the County's usc of the parcel. 


Section 4. It is hereby determined that the proposed purchase price of $14,000.00 is fair and 
reasonable. 


Section 5. The sale ofthe property shall be subject to the reservation by the County of a 20' wide 
easement for drainage purposes. 


Section 6. The requirements of Onondaga County Local Law No. 11-99 requiring written notice to 
municipalities and contiguous landowners prior to the sale of surplus County property have been met. 


Section 7. That in connection with the sale of the property the County of Onondaga is hereby 
authorized, and designated to act as "lead agency" pursuant to New York State Environmental Quality 
Review Act (SEQRA) and as lead agency has determined that the proposed action is an "Unlisted Action" 
under SEQRA and is not likely to have a significant effect on the environment in that this action involves 
only a change in ownership of land. 


Section 8. That the Environmental Assessment Form and Negative Declaration prepared in 
connection with this sale of property are satisfactory with respect to scope, content and adequacy for 
purposes of public review in conformance with SEQRA and the implementing regulations of the New York 
State Department of Environmental Conservation, and are hereby accepted and adopted by the Onondaga 
County Legislature. 


Section 9. That the Onondaga County Executive, or his designee is authorized to take such action to 
comply with the requirements of SEQRA, including without limitation, the filing of the Environmental 
Assessment Form, and the preparation and execution of all documents and filing of the same, and to take any 
other actions to implement the intent of this Local Law. 


Section 10. That this Legislature hereby authorizes the sale of a 222' x 157' portion of County-owned 
property located along State Fair Boulevard in the Town of Geddes to Jack Ribble for a consideration of 
$14,000.00. 


Section 11. That this Local Law shall take effect in accordance with Section 20, 21 and 24 of the 
Municipal Home Rule Law and is subject to a permissive referendum. 
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LOCAL LAW NO. --'-7 _ , 2000 


A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE IRREVOCABLE DEPOSIT OF MONEYS INTO ESCROW TO 
FUND DEBT SERVICE ON EXISTING COUNTY BONDS. 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF ONONDAGA AS FOLLOWS: 


Section I. The County is hereby authorized to irrevocably deposit into escrow sufficient moneys from 
available fiscal year 2000 fund balance which shall be invested so that $3,571,897 of debt service on 
certain County bonds maturing in the years 2001,2002, 2003 and 2004 shall be economically defeased. 


Section 2. The Chief Fiscal Officer is hereby authorized to enter into an escrow contract with a bank or 
trust company located and authorized to do business in the State of New York to effect the aforesaid 
defeasance and to enter into such other agreements and to take such other action as he may deem 
necessary in connection therewith. 


Section 3. This local law takes effect upon filing in the office of the Secretary of State as provided by 
Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
